In addition
to 529 guest rooms and 7 restaurants, the convention
and banquet halls can also be used for a wide variety of
activities including parties, weddings, and large-scale
events such as exhibitions and international conferences.

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Access: By train / Take the Tokaido Shinkansen to Kyoto station and transfer to the
Tokaido Honsen (Biwako line) to Otsu station (9min.). From JR Otsu station there is a free
shuttle bus (regularly approx. 10 min.). By car/3.7km (regularly approx. 10 min.) from the
Otsu I.C. on the Meishin Expwy. 500-car (approx.) parking available.3¢500 yen per car for
each night of your stay. By bus: Free shuttle bus are availabe leaving at regular intevals
from JR Otsu Station(10 minutes).
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Access to LAKE BIWA OTSU PRINCE HOTEL from Major Cities

By Train: From Shinagawa: 2 hours and 30 minutes, via Kyoto Station by JR Tokaido
Shinkansen bullet train and then to Otsu Station on the JR Tokaido Line (Biwako Line).

From Kobe: 66 minutes to Otsu Station on the JR Tokaido Line (Shin-kaisoku express service).
From Osaka: 40 minutes to Otsu Station on the JR Tokaido Line (Shin-kaisoku express service).
From Kyoto: 9 minutes to Otsu Station on the JR Tokaido Line.

By Car: 475 km from Tokyo to the Otsu Interchange via the Tomei and Meishin Expressways.
127 km from the Komaki Interchange to the Otsu Interchange on the Meishin Expressway.

50 km from the Toyonaka Interchange to the Otsu Interchange on the Meishin Expressway.
By Air: 70 minutes from Osaka International Airport, via Shin-Osaka Station (by bus), to Otsu
Station on the JR Tokaido Line (Biwako Line). 90 minutes From Kansai International
Airport. It takes 80 minutes to Kyoto Station by Airport Express “HARUKA”. It takes
9 minutes from Kyoto Station to Otsu Station by JR train.
